Form: Evergreen tree up to 33 m. Bark is
whitish (inner layers reddish), spongy, peeling,
and in many layers.

Leaves: Leathery, alternate, simple, grayish
green, narrowly lance-shaped (or elliptical); up
to 10 cm long and 2 cm wide. Leaf veins are
parallel. Smells of camphor when crushed.

Flowers/fruit: Flowers are creamy white in
bottlebrush-like spikes up to 16 cm long at the
branch tips. Fruit a round, woody capsule,
about 3 mm wide, with many tiny seeds.

Habitat: Prefers seasonally wet sites, but also
does well in standing water and well-drained
uplands.
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
